Award The
Intruder 6 points if you don't.
9. Award Mr. & Mrs. You 2 points if you have a weekly date at home or out. Award The
Intruder 2 points if you don't.
10. Award Mr. & Mrs. You 2 points if you intentionally leave some blank space on your
calendar to just enjoy being home. Award The Intruder 2 points if you don't.
